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Getting Started 

Installation and Updates 

ProTrader .Net Station uses self-updating installation which means you automatically install the latest 
version of the program available. You must have active Internet connection during the installation 
process. 

  

To install ProTrader .Net Station : 

  

1. Run ProTrader.exe . The Setup Wizard screen appears. Click Next. 

2. Change the destination folder if desired. Click Next followed by Install. 

3. With the Launch ProTrader .Net checkbox selected, click Finish. 

4. After a moment, the Update Manager starts. The Update Manager checks for the latest version 
available, downloads required files and installs them. You can watch the progress in the Update 
Manager window. 

 

The average size of data downloaded during the initial update process is around 25Mb. 

5. After the Update Manager is done, ProTrader .Net Station will start, prompting you to log in. 

  

  

Updating the Program 

Every time you start ProTrader .Net Station , the Update Manager starts automatically to check for 
updates. Whenever an update is available, the Update Manager will display a message asking you to 
confirm the update. If you click Update, the update is downloaded and installed. You can choose Cancel 

and install the update later. 

Also, you can check updates in any time of using ProTrader .Net Station: select Help > Check for 
update... 

  

 

Whether your settings and login information (if saved) are preserved after update or not, depends on 
the policy set on your Broker's update server. The settings must normally be preserved if compatible 
with the new version. Nevertheless, it is always a good idea to keep the e-mail message with your 
login information. 

  

  

Program deinstallation 

To uninstall the program in Windows XP, select Start > Programs > ProTrader > Uninstall ProTrader 
.Net . Click Yes in the confirmation message. 
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Logging in 

To start ProTrader .Net Station , double-click the icon on your desktop or select Start > Programs > 
ProTrader > ProTrader .Net Station . The following screen is displayed: 

  

 
  

Enter your user name and password and click Connect. If you want to save your login and password to 
the next session on this computer, you should check Remember checkbox before connect. Otherwise, 
you must enter login and password always at the time of login. If you need in new connection, click the 
New connection button to create a new connection. 

  

If desired, check Remember to have your credentials saved for selected stored connection. The next 
time you log in on the same computer, the User name and Password fields will be filled automatically for 

you in this connection. 

  

If you do not have a user name and password yet, click Registration to register a demo account. 

  

If you want to use proxy, you should click Proxy Settings for proxy to configure proxy. If you use proxy 
server for connect to Internet resources, you must set up proxy in Proxy settings area. In first, check 
Enable proxy. Then fill in fields URL and Port. If you need in authentication, check Authentication and 
fill in fields Login and Password. 

  

To edit stored connection, click the   button for selected connection. For more information about this 
window see at Setup Connection. 

  

To delete stored connection click the  button. Connection will be deleted from list of stored 
connections. 
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Setup Connection 

The setup connection window is showed below: 

 
  

To Create new Connection: 

1. Select Protocol for this server (PFSXI is supported now) or EMULATOR if you want to use 
emulator. Server can be single (fields Single server is check) or not. The single server means 

the one server will be use as order, quote and history server. 

2. Enter the name of connection to Name field. 

3. Enter URL address of server in field URL. It must be URL only without protocol, but port is 
supported. Example: protraderfx.net (not http://protraderfx.net) or pfsoft.us:8080 (not 
http://pfsoft.us:8080). You can use "Test" button to check server availability. 

4. Check Secure if you need https (do not use https://protraderfx.net). 

5. The Orders, Quotes and History checkboxes means works with orders, quotes and history for 

this connection. Check them too. 

  

You can NOT use different servers for orders, quotes and history. 

  

Emulator Connection 

  

The EMULATOR is the local mode. User get quotes and trades uses emulator, not real server. 

Try ProTrader and all functions in offline without real connection to Server. You can explore functionality, 
test User Interface or define exact behavior of emulated Instruments to test your Trading System. 
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Registering a Demo Account 

You can sign up for a demo account directly from the login screen by clicking the Register link. 
Registration Wizard guides you through the registration process (entering your contact details and 

selecting the desired initial balance). 

 
  

After you click Register, the wizard will be closed, and the login screen will be shown with the user name 
assigned to you and the password you requested. Additionally, a message containing your user name 
and password will be sent to the e-mail address you provided. 

  

 

A demo account is valid for limited period (usually 30 days) and will be removed from the system 
when expired. To open a live account, please contact your Broker. 
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Offline Mode 

While working with ProTrader .Net Station , you can disconnect from the server (or servers) and switch to 
offline mode at any time. 

  

In offline mode, you can access technical analysis tools (chart data will be saved) and workspace 
management options. Functions that depend on server connection (receiving quotes, trading etc.) are not 
available. 

To disconnect from the server, select Environment->Connections to the server or click  on the main 
toolbar. If you are connected to more than one server, you will be disconnected from all of them. The 
system switches to offline mode automatically if connection to the server is lost. When the system is 
disconnected from the server a red circle  is  shown in the status bar. 

To connect to the server from offline mode, select Environment->Connections to the server or click  
on the main toolbar, then fill in the fields of the login screen and click Login. If connection is established, 

the circle in the status bar will be green. 

  

 

To save chart data, select Environment > Settings. In the General tab section, make sure Save 
data for offline use is checked. 
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Changing Your Password 

To change your password: 

Select Environment > Change Password. The Change Password dialog box appears. 

  

Enter you current password, then enter your new password twice. Click OK to complete the change. 

  

 

The password is case-sensitive. 

  

 

The broker can limit to number of iteration same password. Example, you can't use one password 
one by one. Please, to make the information more exact in your broker. 

  

  

 

For security reasons, avoid using words or easy-to-remember character sequences as your 
password. For example, '12345' or 'qwerty' are poor choices. Likewise, do not use your name or last 
name. We recommend you to change your password regularly (this is especially true for live 
accounts). 
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General Settings 

General 

General settings page used to view and change general properties of ProTrader .Net Station. 

 
  

When Automatic reconnection is checked, ProTrader automatically tries to connect to the server after 

connection loss. Default unchecked. 

When checked Expert Mode, the expert mode for orders is enabled. This means, you can open Stop and 
Limit orders with wrong open price, example: limit buy order price can be great then market ask price. 
When unchecked Expert Mode, you can open Stop and Limit orders only with correct price, otherwise 

you will be warned. 

When checked Show deal tickets, report pop-up boxes are shown always. Default unchecked 

When checked Display local time, the local time is showed everywhere, otherwise time of the server is 

shown. Default checked. 

When checked Display amount in lots, the amounts are showed in lots, otherwise amounts are showed 

in units. 

When checked Save data for offline use, quotes are saved to local storage (your machine) and you can 

use them in offline mode after disconnect. 

Default Instrument Specifies the default instrument. Example, default instrument is shown on chart by 

default. 

Language specifies the default language of user interface. To set language, select it from list. Available 

languages: English, Russian, Arabic, Japanese, Deutsche, Chinese Traditional and Simplified. 

Show SL/TP price in Specifies the mode of showing order prices. Select Offset or Absolute values. The 
offset value means offset, when SL/TP is specified (example, -0.02 instead of 1.68). The absolute means 
absolute value, when SL/TP is specified (example, 1.68 instead -0.02).

Path to offline history data  Specifies the path to offline history data storage. To change this path, click 

the  button or the  button to clear it. 
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Workspaces and Layouts 

Specify workspaces and layouts settings on this page. 

 
  

When checked Autosave workspaces on exit, workspaces will be saved in auto mode and you don't 

need to confirm it. 

When checked Use color linking, you can link panels by color. Otherwise, you can't. 

When checked Apply default layout to new panels, default layout applies to all new panels in auto 
mode. 

Panel default state Specifies the default state to panels, example: state after add new panel. 

Default directory for layouts Specifies the path to directory with layouts. 

Startup workspace Specifies the workspace after start. You can start without workspace (select None 
mode), or start with previous workspace (select Previous mode), or start with specific workspace 
(Specific mode, you should set this mode below) 

Specific startup workspace Specifies the startup workspace when Startup workspace set up in Specific 

mode. To set workspace location, click at link. 
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Sounds 

Specify sounds for alerts in ProTrader .Net Station 

 
  

When Enable sounds is checked the sounds are reproduced. 

You can change signals sounds by clicking  button or delete by clicking   button. 
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Mail Server 

Use this tab to set up mail server. 

 
  

Check Use SMTP authentication and fill in Authentication login and Authentication password if 

SMTP server need it. Use SSL connection when it is needed and mail server supports it. 

'From address' specifies the e-mail address for sending e-mail messages. 

SMTP port specifies mail server SMTP port. 

SMTP server timeout specifies server's timeout in milliseconds. 

SMTP server specifies the SMTP server for sending e-mails. 

If you don't know these parameters, you should apply to your SMTP supplier. 
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Trading defaults 

To specify trading main rules, go to Trading defaults tab 

 
  

When checked Confirm position closing, position closing must be approved by user, otherwise approve 

is not required. 

When checked Confirm order cancellation, order cancellation must be approved by user, otherwise 

approve is not required. 

When checked Confirm order modification, order modification must be approved by user, otherwise 

approve is not required. 

When checked Confirm order placement, order placement must be approved by user, otherwise 

approve is not required. 

When checked Warn if active orders on exit, user is given warning message when he want to exit, but 

still have active orders. 

When checked Warn if open positions on exit, user is given warning message when he want to exit, 

but still have open positions. 

The trade rules are applied to account selected in Account field. The empty field means any accounts 

(when user is broker or has linked users). 

The closing operations are executed on route selected in Closing field. 

The orders are executed on route selected in Placement field. 
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Orders defaults by type 

To specify additional settings for orders go to Orders defaults by type tab. 

 
  

The checkbox Use specify quantity increment refers to Quantity increment (lots) field only. When 
checked Use specify quantity increment, the value of Quantity increment field is applied to all quantity 
counters, otherwise the minimal lot is quantity value for all quantity counters. Default quantity (lots) 
specifies the quantity of default value of quantity fields. If quantity exceeds value was specified in Warn if 
quantity exceeds (lots) field, system creates warning message. The field Trailing stop offset prefill 
specifies the default value for Trailing Stop (example, field Tr. stop in Order Entry). Also, you can specify 
the increment for price (example, field Limit Price in Order Entry). Price increment (Arrow) (pips) 
specify the increment value on press Arrow Up(ŷ) key. Price increment (ctrl+arrow) (pips) specifies the 
increment value on press Ctrl and Arrow Up keys together (<CTRL>+<ŷ>). Price increment (alt+arrow) 
(pips) specifies the increment value on press Alt and Arrow Up keys together (<ALT>+<ŷ>). 
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Panel Setting 

To set new panels property, go to Panel settings tab. 

 
  

When checked Show extended details you will be able to see extended details like Margin, Commission 
etc. in Order Entry panel. 

Check Show Market Depth in OE Panel to enable Market depth panel in Order Entry panel. 

In section Show Margin for you can choose mode of showing initial and maintenance margin. Two 
modes are available: New and all position and Only new position. Default -  New and all position. 

  

When checked Autofill with all instruments, the watchlist (FX Board) has all instruments opening new 
Watchlist (FX Board) panel. Otherwise only default instrument will be shown in Watchlist (FX Board) 
panel. Default - checked. 

  

Check Use reloading history instead of cache to force reloading history from the server every time 

when chart is refreshed. 

You can specify Default Chart properties by entering Default amount of bars, Default period, and 
Default style fields. 

  

When checked Use External Browser Window, as default web-browser is used instead of built-in 

browser. Otherwise uses built-in browser, that is very simply. 

Default -  unchecked. 

When checked Show News Content on Panel, the news content will be shown on News panel. 
Otherwise news content won't be shown and user can see it after double click on news. Default - 
unchecked. 

When checked Expand/Collapse PutCalls simultaneously the Put and Call are expand/collapse 

simultaneously, otherwise only Put or Call expand/collapse separate. Default - unchecked. 
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There are two modes of displaying orders in Order Book. In first mode, As history, each action with order 
is displayed in new row of Order Book. In second mode, As last status, each new action modifies 

existing row for this order in Order Book. 
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FX Cell 

To change view of FX Cell, go to FX Cell tab. 

 
  

FX Cell is used in Order Entry, in Watchlist (Board mode) and other. In this tab, you can change the 
several parameters of view. The parameters is self-described and clear. The Price Type has two modes: 
Bid/Ask (default) and VWAP. The VWAP mode means special mode when bid/ask are defined from 
average values of bid/ask from all sources.
